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GANTZ-ZAHLER GRANT FOR JEWISH NON-FICTION PUBLISHING

2007 GUIDELINES AND APPLICATION
The Foundation for Jewish Culture is pleased to announce the Gantz Zahler Grant for Jewish Non-Fiction Publishing.  We invite writers and their publishers to submit works of non-fiction that explore the Jewish experience including history, philosophy, biography, and belles letters.

The Grantz Zahler Grant is awarded every other year to support the publication of a non-fiction work reflecting on Jewish life, history, tradition, thought or culture.  Established by Karen Gantz Zahler and Eric Zahler, the grant of $2,500 can cover any publication cost, including research, editorial, printing, marketing or distribution.  Proposals must include a contract or letter from an established publisher indicating intent to publish the completed work. Grants are awarded on a competitive basis and are recommended by a review panel drawn from the Foundation for Jewish Culture’s Academic Advisory Committee.

I. Eligibility

1. The author must be a United States citizen or permanent resident of the United States.

2. The work must be non-fiction.

3. The work must have a commitment to be published from a publisher.

II Procedure

Please submit five (5) copies of the application package.


Letter from publisher stating intent to publish


Publication budget highlighting where the $2, 500 will be spent


3-5 page proposal describing the aims and content of the work 


Up to ten (10) pages of a chapter (if already written)
